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DSE

1. Membership

Member of DSE are all Dominican Sisters living in Europe whose Congregations belong to DSI.

2. Organisation

2.1 Regional groupings

Dominican Sisters Europe (DSE) consists of six regional groupings which are arranged according to regional and/or linguistic aspects:

with Spain and Portugal

with France and Belgium South

Eastern/Central
with Hungary, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Croatia, Poland, 

European Zone 
Latvia, Ukraine and Albany

with Great Britain, Ireland, Norway, Sweden, and the Netherlands 

AG OP
with Austria, Germany and Switzerland

2.2 Representation

Representatives in the Regional Groupings are the General Prioresses or their delegates, the Provincial, Vice-Provincial, Vicariate and Regional prioresses.

A Congregation can participate in all the groupings where sisters of this Congregation live, even if this is in more than one Regional Grouping.

2.3 Regional meetings

The Regional groupings have an own organisational structure and frequency of meetings that they determine themselves.

3. Delegates to the DSE Coordination Team

3.1 Selection of delegates

Every Regional grouping selects a representative who represents the grouping in the DSE Coordination Team. This delegate does not have to be the coordinator of the grouping.

3.2 Tasks of the delegate

The delegate takes care that the topics of DSE and DSI have a place in the meetings of her regional grouping and gives the necessary information. 

4. DSE Coordination Team

4.1 Meetings of the DSE Coordination Team

At least once a year the delegates of the regional groupings come together. The meetings are convened and presided by the Continental Coordinator for Europe. The Justice and Peace Co - Promoter for Europe is invited to the meetings.

4.2 Tasks of the DSE Coordination Team

The DSE Coordination Team has the following tasks:

· The Continental Coordinator informs the delegates about the results of the International Coordination Council meeting, plannings concerning the following General Assembly and programmes, initiatives. 

· The delegates take care that this information is forwarded to the regional groupings.

· The delegates report about the development, challenges, events, projects of the region and give information about their regions as well to the other delegates as to the Continental Coordinator.

· The delegates support the Continental Coordinator in carrying out specific projects of collaboration and initiatives across the regional groupings.

· The delegates make a proposal for the election of the Continental Coordinator to the General Assembly and present it to the Assembly.

· The delegates try to support the ideas of DVI and to stimulate their regional groupings of being sending or receiving communities for DVI.

· The delegates try to stimulate the work of the J&P promoters and to support them via the existing network of the regional groupings.

· The delegates recommend the Justice and Peace Co - Promoter for Europe to the DSI Coordination Council

5. Continental Coordinator for Europe

The Continental Coordinator 

· participates at the meetings of the Coordination Council of DSI

· organises the meetings of the delegates of the regional groupings of DSE

· initiates and coordinates activities which support and strengthen the goals of DSI in Europe, especially those that

· support collaboration across countries and regions

· bring together sisters working in the same working fields

· strengthen the networking, especially among the young Dominican sisters in Europe

· forms the link between DSI and the sisters in Europe

The Continental Coordinator should not be the president / coordinator of a regional grouping.

6. Finances

The regional groupings organise their finances themselves.

DSI takes care of a budget for DSE to finance the DSE Coordination Team meetings (travel costs and as necessary costs of board) and the expenses of the Continental Coordinator.
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
